weekend, St. Peter’s Parish is launching our stewardship 
campaign.  As Msgr. John related during his homily, the 
objectives of the appeal will be extremely important to 
the future of the parish.  By inspiring the financial outlook 
for our parish, it will provide us with the ability to plan for 
the future with confidence.  This goal can be achieved in 
two simple steps:  1) by encouraging all parishioners to 
use the envelope system or electronic fund transfers; 2) 
by realizing an increase in the offering from all members 
of the parish.  It is our hope that every parish household 
will consider an increase that their means will permit and 
that is commensurate with God’s gifts to them.

CHURCH UPDATE:  As you can see, progress on the 
Church continues at a good rate.  We have had excellent 
weather and the push is on to have the church under 
roof and enclosed so that work can continue 
uninterrupted through the winter.  Good news is that we 
have collected enough money to pay for the cost of the 
Adoration Chapel.  Thank you to all who have 
contributed to this project.  Work on the Chapel will 
begin later this fall. 
Our next unfunded project is for an organ.  We have 
already secured a beautiful baby grand piano.  An 
electronic organ will cost in the $75,000 range.  If you 
are able to make a contribution toward this organ, please 
mark your envelope “Organ”.  We will keep you updated 
on our progress.  We have also written for several grants 
to help with the purchase, but will not hear back until 
November.
