That
means more than 6,500 people die every year waiting for transplant
organs. There are opportunities for living donors to help. A donor can
give one kidney, a lobe of a liver or pancreas, or skin besides donating
blood or bone marrow. Donations of organs after brain death are
another way to help. Once a person is brain dead from an accident,
heart attack or stroke, their organs can be harvested through surgery.
These tragic cases can then be a gift of life for many recipients. The
organs are transplanted within 6 to 72 hours providing a heart or

kidney or cornea or skin to a person who will be able to live a better,
healthier life as a testimony to the donor.
