PARISH NURSE NOTES: More on men’s health: Are you
making an effort to get exercise in your routine? | know that
after you commute and work all day, it is the last thing you
think about. There is more and more evidence that 30 minutes
of exercise 4 or more times a week is necessary for our health.
If this is too overwhelming to tackle, how about a brisk ten
minute walk three times a day? Studies show this reduces
blood pressure for up to 8 hrs.
