PARISH NURSE NOTES:  SUMMER SAFETY TAKING A 
TRIP:  “He kept them safe, so they were not afraid” Psalm 
78:53.  Many people travel in the summer to visit family or take 
vacations so travel safety is important to a fun trip.  Make sure 
you have your vehicle serviced and that you have packed for 
roadside emergencies.  Do you have jumper cables, tools to 
change a flat tire, and a first aid kit?  If you are traveling with a 
boat or camper, have it checked for working lights and hitches.  
Check all car seats to be sure they are properly installed, 
especially if they have been transferred to someone else’s
vehicle.  Once on the road, never rush.  To arrive safely obey 
speed limits, use seat belts, and take breaks at least every 2 
hours to avoid fatigue.  Accidents occur when you try to ‘beat 
the rush’ or drive tired so take your time and enjoy your trip.  
100,000 reported crashes, 71,000 injuries and 1550 deaths 
occur each YEAR in the U.S. due to drowsy drivers.  Be safe!
