Annual Budget Report
Chris Gordon, Finance Committee Chair, presented the Fiscal Year 2025 (FY25) (July 1, 2024-June 30, 2025) Budget.  Incoming funding from general operations is projected at $1.22M and a budget shortfall of $34,000 is estimated which is less than the deficient in FY24.  Operating cash will be able to sustain this shortfall.  Efforts will be made throughout FY25 to increase participation Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT) to enhance fiscal stability.
